POWER PHYSIQUE

The exhibition present a sound-
installation based on magnetic forces,
rotation and ceramic vessels. Sounds
are controlled by magnetic objects and
sensors operating inside the ceramic
sculptures. Anna Samsge and Andreas
Stoubye Johansen’s artistic practice
and collaboration are characterized
by a great interest in psychoacoustics
and sound theory. With a particularly
interest in establishing both sculptural
and performative connections in the

field of acoustics.
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Anna Samsge spent many years working
with sound, dedicated to nurture more
awareness to the sounds surrounding us.
One of the key points in her work is that
sound is a materiality that shapes mankind,
and changes not only our perception of
the world but the world itself. Lately, she
has been working mainly with ceramic
sculptures, focussed on creating a space
for resonance inside the ceramics. She has
been chosen for the Extract IV, young art
price and is represented in both Istanbul
and Copenhagen.

Andreas Stoubye Johansen is a musician
& sound artist working with modulations
in sound. With a keen interest in the
field between abstract soundscapes and
structured rhythmic patterns. Andreas is
the proud inventor of the Magnetar and the
Magneturn.

Always searching for new sources of sound,
experiments and research is a big part
of his work. Andreas has his own sound-

studio, Stuelokalet, in Copenhagen.
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Since 1989, Youkobo Art Space has,
through the management of an Artist
-in-Residence (AIR) program and
experimental gallery for the exhibition
and presentation of work, worked to offer
support to other AIR programs while
also developing international exchange,
community activities, and human
resources. To date, over 280 artists from
approximately 40 countries have stayed
and produced at Youkobo as participants
in the AIR program, while more than 150
Tokyo-based artists have exhibited in
Youkobo's experimental gallery programs.
